Last year as my eldest daughter was applying to enroll in a high school, my wife and
I were suddenly confronted with a number of decisions.

When I was a kid, this wasn’t a thing. We simply went to the nearest school. It’s not
like that anymore. There are *open days, interviews, long application forms and selection
criteria.

There are also a lot of questions to ask. Is the school co-educational? Does it 1)
embrace technology and the future, *extra-mural and cultural activities, and diversity?
Should the parents decide which school to go to or should the child decide?

Overall, I was disappointed with what was available. This wasn’t the fault of any
particular school but rather the system itself. If we *drill down to first principles, the
most important question is; What is the purpose of education? I think it is to ( 2 )
your child with the skills necessary to earn a living and make a career.

And that’s the problem. Education systems everywhere are still rooted in the
Industrial Revolution of over 250 years ago. Our kids should not be spending years and
years learning geography or biology. They should not be spending years on perfecting
their handwriting, ( 3 ). They should be learning how to *code, plan their finances
and do their taxes, do modern marketing and sales, precise mindfulness and meditation.
In India, school system has drifted to emphasize science, technology, ( 4 ) and
math — the STEM subjects. The result? A dramatic shift from being one of the poorest
countries in the world to the home of no less than a hundred billion-dollar start-ups.

COVID-19 lockdown restrictions showed us that online schooling has its merits. You
get more choice over what your child can learn, such as some of the STEM options. But
— and it’s a big “but” — you 5) sacrifice the key social element that is fundamental to
a school environment.

Some parents see their children’s enrollment in certain schools ( 6 ) a status
symbol to boast about to their friends. How is this helping your child? School is not for
the parents but the child.

So what did we decide ( 7 ) the end? We picked the high school that my
daughter thought was best. After all, all her friends were going there. Luckily, it *ticked
8) a few boxes. It was co-ed; it had a strong academic reputation, although not in the
subjects that I would have preferred; and there was a diverse student profile.

Was it the right decision? Time will tell but it’s time to revolutionize the education
system to match modern society and give us more choices. We talk about artificial
intelligence, flying cars and drones, but we are still teaching kids stuff that prepares
them to work in a factory in 1850!

So at the age of 52, I took on the chal
lenge of training to become a master driver, not just so that I could drive our
race cars but so that I could communicate how our cars should be driven wit
h our engineers.

The point is that you've always got to be learning something new [ D | yo

you will ever have. Find people that inspire you ----your teachers, your collea
gues, your friends, and your parents. Feed off* their energy. Be a person that
inspires others. Be good global citizens. Care about the environment, the pla
net, about what’s happening in other parts of the world. Don’t think too much
about being cool; be warm. Decide what you stand for.
